In the Plan you sent to me your costs came to a total of £16,435. However, some of the costs within your Plan that you had based this upon were incorrect or not allocated.
In your new Draft Plan that I have attached, your total spend comes to £17,835 which would leave you a deficit of £1,375 (based on your Premium of £16,460).  This is as a result of correcting your figures and including costs that weren’t allocated. These include, for example the following:

GAT Package: I have checked with Jamie Kilner who has confirmed that you are paying £2,200 now. You had £1,400 in your plan for this element. I have amended to the higher amount for you.

Val Sabin Resources: On the Plan you sent across you had two different amounts you were going to spend on Val Sabin resources (£800 and £600). I have gone for the highest amount but you can amend if needed.
