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Introduction to the Curriculum
Nethergate is a special academy and part of the Greenwood Academies Trust. Nethergate provides education for pupils aged 5-19 in the City of Nottingham and Nottinghamshire. Pupils have a wide range of SEND including moderate learning difficulties, severe learning difficulties, autism, SEMH needs and physical disabilities including hearing and visual impairment. All pupils have an EHCP through which the pupil’s short- and long-term goals are set, and which informs their individual curriculum pathway.
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Nethergate Academy Core Purpose
To enable every individual to achieve a place of value in society
through education and the promotion of equality

The curriculum at Nethergate Academy challenges all pupils to develop their understanding of themselves and others, equipping them with curiosity, self-esteem and resilience to engage with the world and make a positive contribution. We provide a flexible, relevant and personalised curriculum which broadens experience, and responds to the individual strengths and needs of the pupils we accommodate. 
Our curriculum is carefully designed to promote communication and social interaction alongside physical and emotional wellbeing. It is planned to enable pupils to progress from their individual starting point through to the point at which they are ready to successfully move to the next stage of their life and learning. A core curriculum of communication, reading, writing, numeracy and technology is prioritised through each key stage as we know that these areas of academic learning underpin the key skills required for successful adulthood, independence and access to the world of work. All pupils work towards appropriate accreditations. The wider curriculum is rich in creativity, sports, science, outdoor learning, personal and social development, vocational learning and the international dimension to maximise enjoyment, engagement, health, wellbeing, and understanding of the world. 
Our curriculum fosters a love of learning while providing a safe environment for pupils to practise and develop skills in self-management, personal safety, independence, self-regulation, and emotional resilience. 
The curriculum is designed around pupils’ developmental stages of learning, as opposed to their chronological ages. This is to best meet their individual special educational needs and disabilities. Resources are age appropriate and peer group is considered when grouping pupils. As we are an all through school, we are also able to effectively plan groupings and provision to support transition to the next educational phase.
We have identified four key drivers which are the educational priority for every child at Nethergate; communication, safety, wellbeing, and independence underpin every aspect of our provision. We have a curriculum which maximises real world learning with opportunities for application and overlearning, this is achieved through a creative thematic approach. We aim to deliver memorable learning experiences informed by current research regarding how pupils know more and remember more.





Nethergate Academy - Four Curriculum Drivers

Communication 
“Never assume a person who has difficulty communicating has nothing to say.” Stacy Sekinger  
Communication is an area of need for every pupil at Nethergate regardless of their level of cognitive ability. Our children have a wide range of needs and disabilities including; moderate learning difficulties, severe learning difficulties, SEMH needs and physical disabilities including hearing impaired and sig[image: ]ht impaired. More than half of our pupils have a diagnosis of autism. Approximately one third of our pupils have English as an additional language. Communication difficulties impact on every area of a person’s life and can manifest in challenging behaviours, avoidance and failure to engage in learning. Our priority is to enable every child, verbal or otherwise to develop their expressive and receptive language. Signs and symbols such as Makaton and PECS may be used along with sensory circuits and teaching approaches that support cognitive processing. The Zones of Regulation is used across the academy to support communication and self-regulation.  
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Safety 
“If children feel safe, they can take risks, ask questions, make mistakes, learn to trust, share their feelings, and grow.” Alfie Kohn  
Our pupils live across Nottingham City. Many of them live in areas of high deprivation and crime. 56 neighbourhoods within Nottingham have been ranked in the government indices as in the top 10% of deprived areas nationally. Families qualifying for free school meals and pupil premium are higher than the national average. All our pupils are vulnerable to exploitation due to their learning difficulties. We ensure that subjects such as e-safety and relationships and sex education are taught discretely in the timetable. In addition, we invite parents and carers to workshops to support their children further at home. We create opportunities for all pupils to engage regularly with the local community and give them experiences such as residential trips and visits. We train pupils in safe independent travel where appropriate. Many of our pupils come to us having failed in after mainstream settings have failed them. They often experience high levels of anxiety in school and our first concern is that they feel safe and happy.  [image: ]
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Wellbeing  
“I am different but not less.” Temple Grandin 
[image: ]Children with learning disabilities have a much higher chance of also developing mental health difficulties. They are four times more likely to have a diagnosable emotional mental health problem, three times more likely to have psychosis as they move into adolescence/early adult years and nearly twice as likely to have depression. Every pupil at Nethergate exists in a minority of one. They each have a unique set of strengths and challenges. The ethnicities of children in our school community mirrors the mix across Nottingham city. It is imperative that education enables all our pupils to develop an understanding of themselves and to support their self-esteem. PSHE at Nethergate happens across the curriculum and beyond the classroom. Enrichment opportunities, the arts, the international dimension and forest school sessions allow children to express themselves and to engage with the world. Pupils can seek emotional support through Bubble Time, Lego therapy, Baxter our therapy dog (and Thierry his apprentice!) and our trained Emotional Literacy Support staff. We also employ a school counsellor and work closely with the Educational Psychology Service, CAMHS and parents and carers.  
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Independence

[image: ]It is fundamental that the curriculum at Nethergate enables every individual to reach their highest level of independence. This is achieved through a personalised provision, informed by the child’s Education Health and Care Plan (EHCP).  A core curriculum of reading, writing, numeracy and technology underpin the key skills required for a successful adulthood, independence and the access to world of work. All our pupils work towards appropriate accreditations. Vocational learning, life skills education and careers advice and guidance are part of the curriculum for all pupils. Our community links enable wider society to meet and better understand our pupils, recognising the positive contribution they can and do make.

Aspects of semi formal learning may be introduced into this pathway depending on individual learner profiles and needs.

	Informal Pathway Overview Pupils at this stage of development have a curriculum informed by the EYFS milestones. The curriculum is broad and balanced, adapting the seven areas of the EYFS framework to meet individual needs across all ages. 
Personal Social and Emotional development, Physical Development, Communication and Language, Literacy, Maths, Understanding of the world and Expressive Arts. 
Destinations: Most learners on an informal pathway will go on to our sixth form provision or other specialist college placements. They may go onto be successful in supported living and volunteering within the community. 

	Semi-Formal Pathway
 
	The curriculum is progressive, building on prior learning and skills and knowledge previously gained. The national curriculum is adapted for learners, ensuring we have a broad and balanced offer for all. Daily phonics and discrete teaching of maths and literacy are timetabled throughout the week. Other subjects, while taught discretely are linked to a termly theme, to promote engagement, enjoyment and knowledge acquisition. 
Opportunities are planned for every child to learn more about the world of work and independent living.

	Semi-formal Pathway Overview. This pathway is created for children who are subject learners. However, barriers to learning dictate that the national curriculum must be adapted to meet need. Children are working at below age-related expectations and the organisation of learning is structured to support cognitive processing, attention, communication and engagement. 
Destinations: Learners on an informal pathway may go on to our sixth form provision or enrol on our supported internship programme. Leavers may be ready to access supported learning or vocational college courses. Leavers may go onto be successful in supported or independent living dependent on needs. They may access supported employment, volunteering or part time employment opportunities. 

	Formal Pathway
	The national curriculum is followed on this pathway and is adapted to ensure accessibility. This pathway follows the themes of the other lower school pathways, relevant to their key stage. With this individual provision we support pupils to access formal learning, building their resilience as learners and teaching formal methods of knowledge acquisition and retention.  
 

	The curriculum progresses from key stage 3. Pupils continue with discrete lessons in Maths, English and ICT. Other subjects are taught through a themed approach linked to the four learning zones outlined above; Science, Art, PE, ICT, PSHCE and RE.  
 Pupils on a formal pathway will be working towards moving to a mainstream college provision at year 11. They will be given opportunities to access work experience and vocational college tasters.

Destinations: Pupils on a formal learning pathway will leave to access a mainstream college course or apprenticeship and hopefully achieve independent living.

ENGLISH: Communication (Speaking and Listening) Curriculum INTENT
The curriculum for Communication and Language underpins pupils’ whole development and plays a vital role in enabling them to participate as fully as possible in society. At Nethergate we recognise that effective communication is an essential life skill that will support our pupils to gain independence and employability skills for adulthood. 
Our curriculum intends to develop pupils’ social interaction skills, receptive and expressive language, enabling them to communicate their needs to others, share their thoughts and opinions, and express their own feelings and emotions. 
At Nethergate, pupils communicate their ideas and thoughts using a total communication approach, including objects of reference, signs, symbols, spoken language or any other chosen communication aid.
Our curriculum intends to continually develop pupils’ confidence and competence in spoken language and listening skills. They will develop their vocabulary and comprehension of language to support their understanding of the world around them. They will have opportunities to explain their understanding of reading and talk about their own writing, experiences and feelings. They will have opportunities to develop their confidence to discuss and debate their own ideas, and the viewpoints of others. 
All pupils will have opportunities to experience and gain knowledge and skills through role play. They will have opportunities to create and adopt different roles, whilst responding to the roles of others. Our curriculum also includes opportunities for our pupils to experience and respond to drama performances from external providers during their time at Nethergate, increasing (?) their cultural capital.

	Pupils will be exposed to a range of vocabulary enabling them to communicate their basic needs and preferences, make simple requests and engage in listening activities for short periods of time.

They will have identified a preferred method of communication which they begin to use consistently to engage in communication with familiar people e.g. AAC, gestures, signs and symbols.

They will use role, intonation, tone, volume, mood, silence, stillness and action to add impact.



ENGLISH: Reading Curriculum INTENT
The reading strand of the English curriculum at Nethergate intends to enable pupils to develop competence in both word reading and comprehension. We recognise reading is an essential life skill that will support our pupils to be independent and employable in adulthood. It intends to inspire pupils through experiencing quality texts that give children the chance to develop culturally, emotionally, intellectually, socially, and spiritually.   Our reading curriculum intends to develop a love of literature through widespread reading for enjoyment and develop the habit of reading widely and often, for both pleasure and information.  All pupils have access to a wide range of texts and reading resources. We actively encourage children to read for pleasure.  
Our reading curriculum is underpinned by the teaching of phonics and the understanding that letters on the page represent sounds in spoken words.  Emphasis is placed on the pronunciation of unfamiliar printed words and recognition of familiar words. Our reading curriculum intends to inspire pupil’s imagination and allow all children to experience a sense of wonder and joy. 
Early readers will discover signs and symbols, sounds and rhythm and sensory reading experiences and be encouraged to explore books. Developing readers will hold and enjoy books, making choices and discovering characters, settings and plot and identifying feelings.  More fluent and confident readers will use their knowledge to read poems, stories and non-fiction texts developing their knowledge of themselves and the world in which they live.

They will experience a range of texts and begin to recognise and use signs, symbols and/or objects of reference.
	Pupils will develop their independence through demonstrating a clear interest in the activity of reading and sharing a book, eg: following an adult reading in their own copy of the text. They will choose a book independently and develop the conventions of reading. They will talk about their favourite books and find facts and other relevant information.
	Pupils will make choices about what they read and express preferences for authors and genres. They will empathise with characters in novels and identify themes.  They will use reading, including digital texts, to research classroom topics and follow their own interests. 

	Safety
	Pupils will use signs and symbols to communicate their needs, wants and feelings.  Classroom routines and expectations will be communicated using signs and symbols.  Children will discover environmental sounds such as transport and weather. They will express curiosity and begin to explore their environment safely
	Pupils will develop their knowledge and understanding of the world through reading as well as accessing everyday information such as safety instructions, emergency, and road signs.  
	Pupils will deepen their knowledge of social and cultural issues such as racism, mental health, homelessness and climate change whilst reading texts that help them to navigate the world, eg: the highway code and drug awareness websites.

	Pupils will enjoy sensory reading experiences and use signs and symbols to communicate their feelings. They will discover a range of emotions through reading and listening to stories, poems and songs.  
	Pupils will develop their emotional literacy through reading stories, poems and novels responding with empathy to characters and events.  Pupils will read for pleasure selecting books they like from class collections or the school library. 
	Pupils will read texts dealing with complex issues that support their emotional and social development, eg: bullying, change, loss and adolescence.  They may recognise that reading can have a positive impact on mental health.

ENGLISH: Writing Curriculum INTENT
The writing strand of the English curriculum at Nethergate intends to enable pupils to develop pupils’ skills in writing so that they can communicate their ideas and emotions to others.   Writing down ideas fluently depends on effective transcription, that is spelling quickly and accurately through knowing the relationship between sounds, letters and words.  Our writing curriculum is supported by rigorous phonics instruction using the government approved strategy Read, Write, Inc.
Our writing curriculum is designed to develop transcription from early mark making to forming letters words and sentences as well as using symbols and ICT.  Effective composition involves letter formation, sentence-building, forming, articulating and communicating ideas and organising them coherently.  This requires clarity, awareness of the audience, purpose and context, and an increasingly wide knowledge of vocabulary and grammar.  We believe that the teaching of writing requires a range of stimuli.  We use stories, poems and film, objects and pictures, experiences, sensory play and visits to stimulate creative and factual writing at all stages of development and in a range of genres. 
We encourage our pupils to write for a purpose and to see themselves as real writers, to take ownership of their writing, to see writing as an interesting and enjoyable process and acquire the ability to organise and plan their written work.

Maths Curriculum INTENT
The maths curriculum at Nethergate intends to inspire pupils and enable them to gain fluency and understanding of mathematical concepts. This will support them to use reasoning through exploration, varied and frequent practice to solve routine and non-routine problems in everyday life, through interrelation with subjects from across the curriculum and to instil curiosity in the world around them through an appreciation and recognition of pattern, shape, space and time. 
Our maths curriculum aims to lay the foundations for our pupils to function within a numerate society and allow them to solve problems by being strategic and employing the appropriate skills and knowledge to reach an appropriate answer or solution. Pupils are encouraged to develop transferrable skills enabling them to function in the local and wider community as this is an essential skill for everyday life.
Pupils follow a broad, balanced and progressive curriculum based on the National Curriculum but adapted to meet individual needs and interests. They receive a cohesive structure of experiences that ensure continuity and progress whilst allowing the flexibility necessary to address individual needs. The curriculum recognises and responds to the needs of the individual, enabling students to live their life with dignity, choice and independence.

The core of computing at Nethergate Academy is linked to our four drivers of Communication, Independence, Safety and Wellbeing, in which pupils are given opportunities to engage with technology in a sensory environment and progress to using technology to access learning. 
Computing and Information Technology are essential tools for inclusion. In Computing, we learn about computers and modern technology, and how we use them.

It intends to provide pupils with the insight of the role science plays within society and how science has changed our lives. Enabling the children to develop, apply and embed their skills through curiosity, excitement and engagement. Geography Curriculum INTENT
The geography curriculum at Nethergate intends to inspire a curiosity and fascination about the world and its people. We aim to equip pupils with knowledge about diverse places, people, resources and natural and human environments.  Pupils will develop knowledge about their immediate environment and use this to compare and contrast with significant places in a wider context- Clifton, Nottingham, the United Kingdom and the world. Pupils will study globally significant places including terrestrial and marine environments. As we deepen an understanding of the Earth’s key physical and human environments, pupils will begin to understand how they are interdependent and can change over time. 
As pupils progress, their growing knowledge about the world should help them to deepen their understanding of the interaction between physical and human processes, and of the formation and use of landscapes and environments. This progression will also include the use of equipment to collect and analyse data through fieldwork experiences and interpreting a range of sources of geographical information including maps and aerial photographs. They may then be able to communicate geographical information in a variety of ways including maps, numerical and quantitative skills.

History Curriculum INTENT
The history curriculum at Nethergate intends to enable pupils to gain knowledge and a chronological understanding of Britain’s past and that of the wider world. It intends to inspire pupils’ curiosity to know more about the past and how significant people and events have influenced this. It intends to help pupils understand the complexities of peoples’ lives, change processes, diversity, relationships as well as their own identity and the present-day challenges.
Our history curriculum is influenced by the context of our local area and pupils will learn about people, events, and places in the local area. They will learn to ask and answer questions and record key information about historical events in a range of ways.
Pupils will learn to understand historical concepts such as cause and consequence, continuity and change and will be able to draw contrasts and connections over time. Pupils will learn about historical enquiry and how historical evidence is used to tell us about the past. They will gain historical perspective and be able to apply their growing knowledge to different contexts; understand the connections between local, regional, national and international history; and between short- and long-term timescales.

Art and Design Curriculum INTENT

The art and design curriculum at Nethergate intends to engage, inspire and challenge pupils, equipping them with the confidence, knowledge and skills to experiment, invent and create their own works of art, craft and design. The curriculum intends to empower pupils to express, explore and communicate their individual needs, ideas and viewpoints. It intends to promote a sense of self and affirm a pupil’s place in the world.
The art and design curriculum offers a series of activities and experiences through which we encourage our pupils to creatively explore their world and convey their ideas. At Nethergate, the process of exploration is valued as much as the outcome. At the same time our art and design projects aim to develop children’s skills and knowledge of visual elements and art forms. 
When young people participate in open-ended creative art and design experiences, it helps them to develop a connection between their ‘inside’ world and the ‘outside’ world. Art and design offers a valuable and space supportive where our young people are free to develop personal identity and a sense of belonging.
Pupils will be introduced to significant and relevant artists, craftmakers and designers from across the entire world and throughout history. Pupils will be encouraged to think critically and develop an understanding of art and design in context, including their own outcomes.
The arts celebrate life and who we are.

	Communication
	Pupils will communicate their ideas by manipulating a variety of media and tools.

Pupils will deepen their knowledge and understanding by making, modelling and discussing their thought process. 
Pupils will experiment with techniques, for example during sculptural construction and joining, asking and answering questions such as, ‘How can I build it taller?’
Pupils will be working at a level approaching or commensurate with the ‘recording’ expectations of the Entry Level Art qualification (AO3). Through detailed drawn, annotated, written, photographed and pictorial representations of their ideas and their evolving, iterative and creative thought processes. 
Pupils will reflect upon their work and the work of other artists, giving opinions and reasons.

	Independence
	Pupils will be supported to discover and engage with art activities in an increasingly independent way. Pupils will be encouraged to connect with a wide range of media and stimuli. With support pupils will be enabled to form increased preferences for particular materials, tools, colours and methods of creating. 
	Pupils will be supported to use tools and equipment in simple yet fundamental ways, for example experiencing drawing from fingers, wrist, elbow and shoulder.
Pupils will be introduced to a broad range of techniques and through these will develop their ability to use materials independently. Activities will enable pupils to develop a readiness to explore personal creativity and a willingness to experiment. Pupils will further develop their hand-eye coordination through their artistic experiences. Pupils will be encouraged to develop their creative techniques through trial and error and experimentation.
	Pupils will become increasingly independent when using a broad range of cutting, shaping and connecting tools. They will independently evaluate their work and the work of other artists, expressing personal opinions and the reasons for them.  
Pupils will deepen their ability to use and knowledge of media, tools and equipment to carry out artistic tasks successfully and independently.   Pupils will demonstrate that they can refine work by exploring ideas, selecting and experimenting with appropriate media, materials, techniques and processes (AO2 at Entry Level).
Pupils will demonstrate their deepening understanding of the conventions of visual communication e.g. through showing overlapping, or through use of foreground, middle-ground and back-ground. 
Pupils will be able to apply their practical skills in combination with their understanding of artistic conventions in order to realise their intentions.  Pupils will be working at a level approaching or commensurate with the ‘presenting’ expectations of the Entry Level Art qualification (AO4). This asks for a final personal outcome which draws together the many strands of artistic research gathered throughout a sustained project

Pupils will be supported throughout and provided with instructions for an art activity in a variety of ways, in spoken, signed, demonstrated, symbols and written form. 


	Pupils will develop an increasingly independent understanding of the importance of safety in familiar and unfamiliar creative surroundings   They will become increasingly self-reliant about collecting equipment and sharing resources with classmates. Pupils may visit the local community to encounter art works or to collect ideas. At these times they will be supported to understand and demonstrate safe behaviours.
Pupils will begin to understand how to deconstruct visual images and read their meaning.

They will be able to describe and demonstrate safe studio working methods. Pupils will be able to describe and explain why and how we need to be safe outside of school when on field trips. They will be aware of safety rules for being in unfamiliar places and know how to seek help should they need to. E.g. to be able to read and recognise signs and symbols. 
Pupils will deepen their knowledge of the power of art and design within wider society. They will develop an increased visual literacy through guided observation and discussion. They will deepen their critical awareness of visual images in the arts and wider society including advertising and digital media. 
Pupils will be working at a level approaching or commensurate with the expectations of the Entry Level Art qualification. Pupils are asked to develop ideas through investigations, demonstrating critical understanding of sources (AO1). Tasks set should enable pupils to create a final outcome which combines the many strands of research gathered throughout sustained investigation, experimentation and evaluation of visual communication.

Design & Technology Curriculum INTENT

The Design & Technology curriculum intent at Nethergate  is to engage and enable pupils with the design process. This will be through testing ideas, foods, and products through a range of techniques. The design and technology curriculum offers pupils an opportunity to become familiar with a variety of foods, the design process and knowledge of creating prototypes, which supports their creativity, independence, and social skills.  
Through the evaluation of the past and present design and technology aims to develop of critical understanding and have an impact on daily life and the wider world. Pupils will learn to understand the process of critique, evaluation and to be able to test their ideas and products and the work of others. 
The design and technology curriculum will provide pupils the opportunity to source and cook a range of foods, building up their knowledge and confidence of food groups and recipes. To provide the opportunity to gain knowledge of nutrition and healthy lifestyles and aim to be able to cook and taste new foods. 
The intention of design and technology is that pupils will grow in confidence in an ever-increasing technological world learning how to take risks becoming resourceful, innovative and healthy enterprising citizens.

At Nethergate Academy, most of our pupils have communication and interaction difficulties which are clearly identified in their EHCP’s. Consequently, they need additional support to learn to communicate effectively in English and so we prioritise the development of language and communication over modern foreign languages in our curriculum. 
If a pupil is admitted to the academy having previously studied a modern foreign language, provision will be made to enable them to continue to progress. 
The modern foreign language curriculum intent at Nethergate encourages pupils to engage with a modern foreign language, develop confidence, curiosity, creativity and awareness of the wider world. They will develop mutual understanding, a sense of global citizenship and personal fulfilment. They will learn to appreciate different countries, cultures, communities and people. As a result they will The MFL curriculum offers pupils the opportunity to communicate for practical purposes in different languages; spoken and written.
The MFL curriculum provides opportunities to develop pupils’ abilities to understand and respond to spoken and written language from a range of sources and be able to write for a range of purposes and audiences in a modern foreign language where appropriate.

Opportunities to take part in team sports and other activities build resilience and embed values such as fairness and respect. Pupils should understand what makes a performance effective and how to apply these principles to their own and others work. 
We want pupils to develop confidence to participate in a wide range of physical activities and opportunities for physical activity woven through the curriculum to ensure pupils are increasingly physically active. Pupils will engage in and enjoy a variety of sports through a wide range of experiences in school and the wider community. Pupils will be supported to live active and independent lifestyles.

PSHE Curriculum INTENT
The PSHE curriculum at Nethergate intends to enable pupils to become happy and successful citizens by developing the knowledge, skills, and attributes they need to manage their lives, now and in the future. It supports children and young people to protect and enhance their personal wellbeing, health and safety, while preparing them for the opportunities, responsibilities, and experiences of adult life. It promotes the spiritual, moral, social, cultural, mental, and physical development of pupils, enabling them to make informed decisions about their wellbeing, health, relationships and independence.
The PSHE curriculum is influenced by the nature of our pupils’ SEND. We are aware that some pupils are more vulnerable to exploitation, bullying and other issues due to their SEND. Relationships Education and RSE are particularly important subjects for our pupils due to their Social, Emotional and Mental Health needs and learning disabilities. Our content and teaching are tailored to meet the specific needs of our pupils at their different developmental stages.  Issues are covered with sensitivity and are age-appropriate, developmentally appropriate and delivered with reference to the law.
Our curriculum proactively addresses issues in a timely way in line with current evidence on children’s physical, emotional and sexual development. This is in line with pupil need, informed by pupil voice and participation in curriculum development and in response to issues as they arise in the school and wider community.
Pupils will learn to develop resilience, to know how and when to ask for help, and to know where to access support. Our PSHE curriculum will help support the development of important attributes in our pupils, such as honesty, recognising feelings, turn taking, making choices, kindness, tolerance, courtesy, and self-efficacy. 
Nethergate uses the PSHE Association planning framework for SEND which is fully aligned with the Statutory Guidance for Relationships Education, Relationships and Sex Education (RSE) and Health Education from the Department for Education (DfE).

Pupils will be given the time to discuss topics that they find particularly difficult through the use of a variety of distancing techniques. They will be able to identify their core strengths and skills and describe the personal strengths of others. They will demonstrate the ability to
make decisions and express their needs, wants and preferences. Pupils will clearly articulate where they can find help and support. They will identify prejudice and discrimination and explain that it is unacceptable. Pupils will explain that there are laws about the legal age of consent and identify how others may try to manipulate or persuade them to do things they do not like. They will explain how to protect themselves from inappropriate or unwanted touching.

	Independence
	
Pupils will independently engage with resources that support their understanding in PSHE. By manipulating artefacts, symbols and photographs they will demonstrate understanding of simple concepts. They will begin to independently sort, match and point to objects to make their views known. They will participate in simple hygiene and self-care routines, with increasing independence, using mirroring, modelling and other visual cues. 



	
Pupils will be given support and encouragement to become as independent as possible and will celebrate the small steps they make towards this. They will describe the ways they can take care of others and themselves and identify and demonstrate some simple self-care techniques, including those needed at the onset of puberty. They will identify things they can do by themselves that could not do earlier and talk about things they still need adult help with.  

	
Pupils will be prepared for the responsibilities, opportunities, and experiences of later life. They will be given skills to manage the ‘difficult’ moments in life so that they can become happy, healthy citizens who are able to participate in society. They will demonstrate a capacity to make independent decisions about diet, places they want to go and other aspects of independent living. They will take responsibility for personal hygiene and explain why this is particularly important during puberty.

	Safety
	Pupils will learn to recognise the difference between ‘public’ and ‘private’ behaviours. They will respond to visual representations of different rules that keep them safe and demonstrate simple ways to keep themselves safe around school, at home or in the community. They will respond to stimuli about asking for help and then show that they know what to say or do to communicate that help is required using their own preferred method of communication. Pupils will identify someone who can help them if they are worried or frightened.  



	Pupils will develop the understanding, skills, and attributes needed to lead to safe and healthy lives. They will demonstrate an awareness of their rights and responsibilities, including the right to be safe. They will show an understanding of public and private behaviours and differentiate between appropriate, inappropriate, and necessary touch. They will be able to name and describe safety rules for various scenarios, including online situations. They will identify ways to make it clear that they need help. 

	Pupils will acquire the skills, knowledge, and attributes they need to stay healthy, safe and thrive, now and in the future. They will demonstrate practical strategies for keeping safe online and be able to explain that no one has the right to make them share a photo or give information online. They will be able to recognise situations where they may feel pressurised into saying or doing something they do not want to. They will be able to articulate the difference between public and private behaviours. They will demonstrate the ability to say no and identify where to go and what to do if they need help in any situation. 


	Wellbeing
	Pupils will respond with curiosity to stimuli about different emotions and begin to identify emotions in themselves and others. They will respond to stimuli about what it means to be healthy and identify foods they like to eat. They will respond with curiosity to sensory stimuli about ways we take care of our bodies and be able to demonstrate elements of self-care. They will be able to let someone know if they are feeling unwell, unhappy, or tired. They will show that they can care for each other, animals, and the environment.  They will begin to understand that there are differences and similarities between people and families. 
	Pupils will recognise and describe an increasing range of feelings, including their effect on their bodies. They will develop positive relationships with those around them and demonstrate the importance of equality and respect. They will be connected to others and equipped with the information they need to develop healthy, nurturing relationships of all kinds. They will learn about what is acceptable and unacceptable behaviour in relationships. They will understand the changes that occur during puberty. They will describe how being part of a group makes them feel and be able to talk about different kinds of family groupings. 
	Pupils will be enabled to make informed choices to support the mental and physical wellbeing of themselves and those around them. They will be able to identify different types of intimate relationships including same-sex relationships. They will understand that they have the right to develop healthy, informed, safe and fulfilling relationships and that there are different types of relationships and family groupings. They will describe the changes that happen during puberty and identify reliable sources of advice on growing and changing. They will explain what seeking and giving or not giving consent means in relationships. They will recognise what sex means, what happens during sexual activity and know that the consequence of sex might include pregnancy and some STIs. They will have a knowledge of various forms of contraception. They will explain what a healthy lifestyle means, including the importance of healthy eating, sleep, personal hygiene, dental health, physical exercise, and emotional wellbeing.

Citizenship Curriculum INTENT

The Citizenship curriculum at Nethergate Academy intends to enable pupils to become an active member of their school and wider community, learn how to keep themselves healthy, understand the views and feelings of others, make an informed choice about their own health, develop self-confidence and their sense of social justice and moral responsibility.  It intends pupils to learn about themselves as developing individuals and as members of their communities.  Pupils will be given opportunities to show that they can take responsibility for themselves and their environment by developing skills and knowledge needed to make sound financial decisions whilst fostering an awareness and understanding of democracy and government.  They begin to learn about their own and other people’s feelings and become aware of the views, needs and rights of others. They will be able to self regulate their feelings and emotions through the use of The Zones of Regulation Framework. Pupils will take an active part in their school and community and learn important social skills such as how to share, turntaking, play, helping others, resolve simple arguments and resist bullying.  
Our Citizenship curriculum is influenced by the United Kingdom’s government and political system with pupils learning about the law and justice system, how laws are enforced, money management and planning for the future.  We want our pupils to build resilient, confident social interactions through a wide range of experiences in school and the wider community with opportunities to access the wider community.  This will allow them to embed  important social skills such as how to share, turntaking, play, helping others, resolve simple arguments and resist bullying.
